NCTOPNYECCRAY CITPABRA

SHOX THE CITY OF THE CROSSING ERAS

The castle of Konigsberg was found in 1255
by Crusaders while the expansion of the Baltic
by the Teutonic Knights. In 1286-1327 three
villages had rights of the urban. They were lo-
cated around Konigsberg (Altstadt, Lobenicht
and Kneiphof). The legal implementation of Ko-
nigsberg as the city was in 1724 when these cities
united.

Konigsberg played an important role in Eu-
ropean International relations in Modern Age.
The foundation of the first Protestant State was
connected with this city (1525, dukedom Prus-
sia with the capital city in Konigsberg). The
Konigsberg University was founded in 1544
and became the center of science and culture
for figures from Poland and Lithuania. Konigs-
berg was the place of an active immigration
from different European States in 17-18 cen-
turies (generally Protestants saving from per-
secution). The first books in Lithuanian were
printed here. Konigsberg was in the center of
some European wars: the Seven Years’ War, Na-
poleon Wars, The World Wars I and II. The city
has become the place of different historical and
cultural traditions crossing and orphanage for
people of different nationalities.

Famous philosopher Immanuil Kant
(1724-1805) lived here for the whole life. Fa-
mous German writer Ernst Theodore Ama-
deus Hoffmann was born and studied here.
A lot of famous figures of science and culture
lived and worked here: philosophers Johann
Gottfried von Herder and Johann Gotlieb
Fichte, astronomer Frederick Bessel, natural
scientist Karl Ber, composer Richard Wagner,
mathematicians David Gilbert and German
Minovskiy, painter Kete Kolvits, sculptor Ger-
man Brachert, political scientist Hanna Ar-
endt, and many others.

NCTOPUYECCKAY CITPABKA

Lying out of Konigsberg had played the ma-
jor role in its history as it is an ice-free port in
the Baltic Sea. In 1949 by the decision of the
Winners on the Potsdam Conference the part of
German province the eastern Prussia was given
to the Soviet Union and incorporated to RSFSR.
On the Fourth of July in 1946 the city of Konigs-
berg was given the name of Kaliningrad. The
new history of an old city has begun.

It is important to note that during the whole
history the city of Konigsberg was closely con-
nected with the history of Russia. It was the
place which attracted famous Russian people -
writers, scientists, public persons, monarchs.
There was the Moscowit Hall in the Royal Pal-
ace. Ambassadors of Vasiliy IIT put up there
in the first quarter of 16 century. Russian Tsar
Peter I and his wife Catherine IIT were in Ko-
nigsberg for several times. During the Sev-
en Years’ War the city had become the part of
Russian Empire (1758-1762). Father of famous
military leader V.I. Suvorov was one of the gov-
ernors there. In general the history of the city
is closely connected with destinies of many
hundreds of Russian people who were in the
Eastern Prussia. Among them were the empress
Catherine II, Princess E.R. Dashkhova, writer
and military officer A.T.Bolotov, chronologists
V.N. Tatishchev and N.M. Karamzin, military
leader A.I. Kutuzov, poet M.I. Hertsen, paint-
er K.P. Brulov. Philosopher and theologies N.S.
Arsenyev lived and worked in the University in
1920-1940.

The Island of Kant, or Kneiphof, (1 is situat-
ed in the center of Kaliningrad in the middle of
the Pregolya River. It is hard to imagine that the
whole city was situated here especially when you
look at the big park with stone sculptures and the
only building on an island - the Cathedral. But
more than half a century there were 28 streets
with tramways, more than 300 houses, the State
house and the Cathedral. But the city was wholly
destroyed during the bombing in August 1944.

In the center of the city the Cathedral is sit-
uated 2. It is the main church of Konigsberg and
the historical symbol of Kaliningrad. It was al-
most turned into the dust during the war. The ru-
ins of the Cathedral were included into the world
monuments watch of UNESCO. After that its re-
construction has begun. Now there are evangelic
and orthodox Christian chapels, organ hall with
the unique organ and the Immanuil Kant Muse-
um are situated here. The grave of famous Ger-
man philosopher (3 one can find by the North
wall of the Cathedral.

There is a monument to Albrecht Bran-
denburgskiy (4 near the Cathedral. He was the
last great Magistro of the Teutonic Knights and
the first Prussian Duke who was buried in the
Cathedral. Albrecht Brandenburgskiy came into
the history as one of the greatest German figures
of the Renaissance. Under his rule the econom-
ic, political and cultural development of the
country had begun. Albrecht Brandenburgskiy
founded the Albertina University.

There is a garden square on an island. The
Sculpture park (5 is here. It was founded in
1984. Bigger part of sculptures is devoted to fa-
mous people: artists, politicians, writers, musi-
cians. In the tree nursery you can see rare species
of trees and bushes from Japan, Afghanistan,
America and Europe.

The Kant Island is one of the favorite rest
places for citizens and tourists who came here to
enjoy the nature, fresh air and silence.

Earlier Kneiphof was connected with the
mainland by five bridges. There were seven bridg-
es across the Pregel in Kenigsberg at all.

Shop Bridge (6 is the oldest one. It con-
nected Kneiphof and the main city of Konigs-
berg — Altstadt. The name of the bridge says the
bridge itself and the banks of the Pregel were
the center of trade. The Green Bridge (7 con-
nected Kneiphof and the city of Forstadt. It was
called green because bridge footing and its spans
were painted with the green color. The Work-
ing Bridge connected Kneiphof and the city of
Forstadt too. Sometimes its name is translated
as a Tribe Bridge. Both variants are not the ide-
al. The German name comes from Saxons and
translates in Russian as “working”, “additional’,
“designed for carrying the litter”. The next was
the Vulcanian Bridge. Hummermen located near

this bridge on both banks of the river. Unfortu-
nately all these bridges are destroyed during the
World War II.

Two of seven bridges are preserved. They are
the Honey Bridge and the Wooden Bridge. One
more bridge, the High Bridge, (8 was pulled
down just before the war. Not far from its old lo-
cation it was constructed the new High Bridge. It
is preserved nowadays. The wooden Bridge (9 is
present in the form it dot in 1904. It connects Ok-
tyabrskaya Street and the Moscow Avenue. Cars,
busses, trams and pedestrians run on it.

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The youngest of these seven bridges is the
Honey Bridge. 10 It connects the Isle of Lomse
and Kneiphof. In the beginning it was built for
transporting the construction materials for fu-
ture Albertina University. It was rebuilt in 1882
and has become one of the first hydraulic bridges
of Germany. It takes only 40 seconds to raise the
bridge!

Today this bridge is used by pedestrians
only. There is only the Cathedral and the park
of sculptures on an island. Private traveling by
road is forbidden. Only trucks with construction
materials for Cathedral rebuilding are allowed to
pass it.

One more famous bridge of Kaliningrad is
Jubilee Bridge. 11 It was built in 2002 in the
honor of 750 birth of Konigsberg. It was built on
the bridge footing of an old Emperor Bridge. It
looks like its ancestor and was built for pedes-
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trians using only. In particular you can get to
original ethnographical trade center named the
Fish Village. It lies on the bank of the Pregolya
River from the Honey Bridge to the High Bridge.
The fish Village 12 is situated on the place of
fishmen settlement. Buildings of the village copy
the style of historical buildings of Konigsberg in
shape and names: the Albrecht Tower, the Caro-
line Yard, the Mug of Cesar and the others. Mod-
ern hotels, restaurants and cafes, business centers
and offices are in those buildings. You can see the
celebration of the Cat Day or the Tradesman Day
which became a tradition in Kaliningrad.

The museum exhibition on an open air
which is on the Royal Castle 13 ruins would
help you to enjoy the history. Here you can
learn about the Castle building history, to hear
the legends about the mysterious underpass
which was found in 2006, about famous tavern
Bludgericht and to puzzle out the mystery of an
old city (the Central Square, near the House of the
Soviet).

Krestovozdvizhenskiy Cathedral’s great-
ness is undeniable (earlier Protestant Church
Christcross). 14 It was built in 1933 by Ar-
thur Kicktone. It is one of the latest monuments
of the Lutheran pre-war period. The main de-
tail of the Western front of the Cathedral is a
huge niche which is covered by a panel with big
christcross. In 1986 the building was given to
the orthodox community and still stays an or-
thodox church. It was the official Cathedral of
Kaliningrad and Smolensk Seer up to the con-
secration of the Cathedral of Christ the Savior
in Kaliningrad in 2006. One of the main sight-
seeing is the unique amber iconostation (Pav-
lova St, 2).

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In the center of Kaliningrad one can see a
building which is the standing point for metric
measurements on the city’s map. It is the build-
ing of the Stock Market 15 which was built by
German architect Henry Muller in the second
part of the 19 century. It was built not only as a
business center but as a place for the rest too. Balls
and concerts were given there. Robert Schumann
and Anton Rubinstein appeared here (Leninsky
Pr, 83).

The Immanuil Kant monument 16 is stand-
ing by the entrance of the University building. It
is interesting to know that its bronze forerunner
disappeared in 1945. Sculptor Harold Haake re-
constructed the monument on the basis of the
figurine from a private collection of Countess
Marion Denhof (Universitetskaya St, 2).

The Lithuanian Arbor executed the main
defencing function up to the 20 century. It
was the chain of arbors, bastions, gates. It was
about 1 km long. The building of the first ar-
bor fortifying has begun in 1626. By that time
there were 8 ground bastions, 3 wooden gates
(Sackheimer, Rossgirter and Neue Sorge) and
2 half-bastions. Soon the street running paral-
lel to the Lithuanian Arbor took its name. The
building of the second arbor fortifying had be-
gun in 1843 only. Its location was the same the
first one had. The second one had less bastions
that the first one. There were 4: Obertaich,
Grolmann, Kupfertaich, and Pregel. But they
were big enough.

Its length was about 40 km! Small distance be-
tween forts (2-4 km) gave good visual and fire
connection between them. If it was impossible
because of the topography, there were built small
forts between them. It could house squadron of
soldiers and several canons. Usual permanent
post could house 200-300 soldiers and 30-40
guns. All the forts were given proper nouns in
the honor of famous German military leaders
and kings.

THE FORTRESS CITY

Now you can enjoy the war atmosphere of that
time visiting the fort museum Ne3 “The king Fred-
erick William I” (1 which is at the end of Nevskiy
Pr and the fort museum Ne5 “The king Frederick
William III” on Soviet Pr. Also you can walk in the
destroyed fort Ne5a “Lendorf”™. (2 It was called
this in the honor of the famous Prussian gener-
al Karl von Lendorf who took part in Napoleon
wars. The fort was at the main encroachment line
of the soviet armies in 1945. That’s why it is de-
stroyed greatly and is empty nowadays. But every-
one can visit it.

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Parks and squares of Kaliningrad are the un-
forgettable places of rest. Everyone can find some-
thing for him, to enjoy the silence, the natures
beauty, to get the amusement ride, or to visit con-
certs and festivals.

You can visit the Central Park of the culture
and rest ‘1 (Pobedy Pr, 1). It located at the place
of Luisenval Park which is one of oldest parks in
the city. The queen Luisa liked to walk here. The
church in her honor (1899-1901) was rebuilt into
the Puppet Theatre. The remains of the bench,
monument base and lime tree are saved in hon-
or of the queen. Picturesque brook with graceful

bridges is wonderful place for summer walks. By
the 750 jubilee of the city the park got modern
covered stage at the Singing Ground for taking
festivals, new amusement rides, the monument to
V. Visotskiy who gave his last concert here and the
modern interactive monument to the tireless Bar-
on Munchausen.

The Park of culture and rest “The Youth” 2
(Telmana St, 3) is the amusement place for young
citizens and visitors. Swings, roundabout, labyrinth
and trampolines are there. In winter you can visit
the covered rink. In the summer you can see the
pond with ducks. Not only children but their par-
ents too like it.

Kaliningrad Zoo '3 (Mira Pr, 26) is on
the territory of the Konigsberg Zoo which was
founded by German Klaas who was German
businessman. By the opening on 21 of May in
1896 his collection contained 900 specimen and
260 spices of animals. In the result of attack in
April 1945 buildings and open cages were de-
stroyed. There were only four animals alive: fal-
low deer, badger, donkey and injured hippo. Its
name was Hans.

Today the Zoo contains dwellers from the
whole Earth. It has wonderful tree nursery with
the exotic bushes and trees which are protected:
Caucasian Oak and Blue Oak, European Beech,
Green Ash. At the entrance of the Zoo the relict
tree (maidenhair tree) meets the visitors. It is the
dinosaurs’ age mate. The average age of trees is 90-
120 years.

There are two reservoirs in the city except the
main Pregolya River. They serve for resting of the
citizens. The Upper Lake or the Upper pond 5
was outside the city up to the beginning of the 20
century. Defencing buildings were destroyed and
the city begun to grow. The new prestige district
of villas Maraunenhof (the part of Telman St) was
built by the lake. The bottom of the lake is covered
with the sea send. Bathing rooms, cafes, restau-
rants, piers for boats were made at the banks of
the lake. It is popular among citizens and city vis-
itors who decided to rest of fuss. So is the Bot-
tom Lake earlier the Castle Lake. 6 It is filled
with the water from the Upper Lake by cascade.
Its banks are the green recreational zone. The Ka-
liningrad Museum of History and Art, The Palace
of Children and Youth Art, Television Center, the
Alexander Maritsenko monument is closely locat-
ed to the Bottom Lake.

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The unique Amber Museum (Vasilevsky Sq, 1)
is in the center of the city at the Upper Lake bank
in the Don Tower. The exhibition fills the place
in more than 1000 sq.m. different in weight, color
and transparency level ambers are exposed there.
Also you can see there the amber works of 17-18
centuries, the works of modern foremen. It is the
amazing collection of the inclusive. The biggest
amber in Russia is in the collection of this muse-
um. It is called “The Sunstone”. Its weight is 4 kg
280 g. The museum exposition tells us about the
origin and stopping methods of amber. The inter-
national exhibitions of own works are taken here.
At the tower’s walls there is a little market where
you can buy amber relicts.

Puppet Theatre is in one of the most beautiful

buildings of the city. This building is the land-
mark of the 19 century - the Protestant Church
of Queen Luisa.

You cannot ignore the Kaliningrad Re-
gional Philharmonic Hall (7 which is the
brand identity of the region.

The concert hall
of it includes 400 seats. International concerts
and festivals are taken here. The unique organ
of the Czech firm “Ritter-Kloss” is here. It has
3 manuals, 3600 pipes connected in 44 chests.

In April 1945 during the World War II Ko-
nigsberg was surrounded by the soviet armies. It
was the last and the hardest battles which lasted
from 1 to 10 of April. As the result the city was
captured.

The attack of Konigsberg had begun by a
hard artillery preparation. Then the foot, tanks
and self-propelled guns came onto the attacking
under the covering of firing arbor. According to
the plan main forces rounded forts which were
blocked by the gun squadron with the help of
self-propelled guns, mine pickers and flame
thrower operators.

German resisted hardly and refused to give up
for the first time. But after mass bombing and for-
tress attack German command made a decision
of capitulation. This step allowed escaping victims
among citizens and soldiers.

To feel the bitter taste of the war and to re-
mind the heroism and nationalism of people
allow museums, memorials and monuments of
Kaliningrad.

“Dug out” is the museum of Konigsberg at-
tacking. It is situated in the batcher of the German
command headquarter. Here the general Otto
Lyashch who was the governor of the city had
signed the Act of Capitulation. Batcher had all
the human factor systems and was on the depth
of seven meters. The scenery of those days had
stayed in the building. It tells about the city cap-
turing by the soviet army and the destiny of pris-
oners. True documents, miniature and composite
pictures, photos and the walls of the batcher give
us the opportunity to fell the atmosphere before
the capitulation.

On the territory of the city there are more
than 20 graves of warriors of the soviet army.
The memorial complexes are situated at Pribrezh-
niy and Chkalovskh, on Kievskaya St, Komsomol-
skaya St and Kardashova St. you can find the Mass
graves in Lesnaya St, Telmana St, Gornaya St and
many others. According to the official data 3700
soviet soldiers, 42000 German soldiers were killed
while the attacking Konigsberg, 100000 German
people were captured. Soviet army captured 2000
guns, 1652 mine-throwers and 128 plains. It was
real historical victory and a great step to the end
of the World War II.
